As always, 
we believe that hunger cannot be solved by simply 
distributing food, which is why we’ve expanded our 
child nutrition programs, piloted new food waste 
reduction initiatives, and championed local urban 
agriculture efforts. 

The need for these programs has never been greater. 
The Hunger in America 2010 study demonstrated that 
an astounding 125,000 people in our region rely on 
emergency food each year. At 10% of our total population, 
that’s a 32% increase from 2005.  We were only able 
to meet this demand in food through an unsurpassed

outpouring of community generosity, donations from local 
food producers and retailers, especially Wegmans, and an 
increase in USDA commodities. 

Our “Year in Review” highlights our many milestones this 
year, including a remarkable increase in the pounds of 
food distributed to the 450 member agencies across our 
10-county service area.

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In 2009–2010, Foodlink experienced a greater demand for 
emergency food than ever before.  As poverty and unemploy-
ment rates increased, the cost of food, utilities and healthcare 
also continued to rise.  

Foodlink responded by increasing the 
amount of food distributed by over 22% 
in a single year, to 11.4 million pounds. 

Our local Hunger at Home study found that 2 out of every 5 
recipients of emergency food services are children, and that over 
30% of clients with children have experienced “very low food 
security,” meaning they are unsure of when or from where their 
next meal will come.  At Foodlink, the health of young people 
continues to be a priority, which is why our child nutrition 
programs are more robust than ever. 

Foodlink served over 2500 healthy, 
nutritious, locally-sourced meals to 
kids each day through Kids Cafe and 
Summer Food programs, and enhanced 
our BackPack Program to ensure that 
no child goes hungry on the weekends. 

YEAR IN REVIEW: RESPONDING 
TO THE NEEDS OF OUR COMMUNITY

Foodlink clients face a myriad of unwanted choices, including 
the choice between paying for food or paying for medicine. 
An astounding 44% of clients have unpaid medical or hospital 
bills. Foodlink knows that quality nutrition is key to ending the 
public health issues that plague our society, including obesity 
and hypertension.  

Foodlink increased the amount of fresh 
produce, milk and protein it distributed 
to agencies by 30% this year, while 
Freshwise Farms sold their vegetables 
and promoted the importance of a 
healthy diet at over 12 different local 
farmers’ markets.
